6) Benes: Extreme drying with the new Online Dryer-V

temperature and airflow are digitally programmable and like all other Online Dryers the OnD-V is conforming to
international safety standards (US, CSA, CE). Although currently the Online Dryer V is only available for the
Roland XC-540, in the near future this new Online Dryer will also be available for HP Designjet 10000.
